U.S. AMBASSADOR ATTENDS GRADUATION
CEREMONY FOR BANGLADESH’S
NEW NAVAL COMMANDOS

CHITTAGONG, MAY 25 -- U.S. Ambassador James F. Moriarty attended the
graduation of 40 new Naval Commando instructors at the Bangladesh Navy Special
Warfare and Diving Salvage Center (BN SWADS) at the BNS Issa Khan Naval Base in
Chittagong. These instructors will train future generations of elite Naval Commandos in
the spirit of the “Nau Commandos” who fought bravely during Bangladesh’s 1971
Liberation War. The Ambassador reaffirmed the United States Government’s support to
the Government of Bangladesh’s efforts to counter terrorism, piracy, and maritime and
coastal crime.
